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Learn about watersheds:  CHANGE
A watershed is an area of land where all the water drains to one place.  Watersheds are dynamic places-they are always changing.  Some changes are predictable like the changing of the seasons.  Some changes are catastrophic like floods and fires.  Some changes are due to human activity in the watershed.  Some of these changes are harmful to the watershed because they create pollution.  Sediment is the most serious kind of pollution affecting our northern watersheds.  Sediment destroys habitat in our streams and rivers and hurts water quality.
Hands-on:  SEDIMENT
Fill a cup with pebbles and water.  Observe the spaces between the pebbles.  These spaces are places where aquatic macroinvertebrates (small animals without backbones) live.  Add a scoop of sand to the cup and mix.  What happens to the spaces?  What would happen to the animals?
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
