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Learn about watersheds:  MOVEMENT OF WATER
A watershed is an area of land where all the water drains to one place.  Water falls on the surface of the land mainly as rain and snow.  Some of that water flows over the surface as runoff.  Some water sinks into the soil where the moisture can be used by plants.  And some water percolates deeply into the earth where it fills underground aquifers; this water is called groundwater.
Hands-on:  RUNOFF
Sprinkle a small amount of Kool-Aid powder on the foil surface of our watershed.  Lightly spray the surface.  Where does the water go? 

Hands-on:  GROUNDWATER
Pour a cup of water into the pop bottle soil test tube.  Where does the water go?
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
