



Photo Processing and Editing

During the Watershed Excursion, we collected many photographs.  The goal for today is to weed through these photographs, selecting (and editing) the ones that best represent your impression of the watershed and what you would like to communicate about what you saw and experienced.

A few things to remember:
· People may see your photographs in a number of different places (on the web, in the children’s museum, in a traveling exhibit), 
· People of different ages may see your photographs, 

Selecting photographs
1:  Make sure the workstation is turned on and you have logged on:
User name:  	student
Password:	Here2Learn
Log on to:  	computer name

2:  Insert the media card from the digital camera into the card reader.  The Adobe Photo Downloader dialog box should appear. Click the Browse button and navigate to the c:\media\{today’s date}\raw folder.  Under “Create Subfolder(s)” choose None. Make sure other options appear like the graphic.  Click Get Photos.

3:  (skip this step if Photoshop Elements is currently open) Open Adobe Photoshop Element by double clicking the icon (picture of a camera) on the desktop. An initial menu appears.
4:  Select View and Organize Pictures.  The photographs you took have already been downloaded to the computer and should appear in the window.
5:  To delete photographs:  select the picture by clicking it. A blue highlight will appear around the picture.  Then either select the edit menu and delete from catalog  OR  right-click the picture and select delete from catalog also check the delete from hard disk box.



Editing photographs

Once you have gone through your pictures and selected the ones that you want to keep.  You may need to edit the pictures.
1:  Select the picture you want to edit by clicking it.  A blue highlight will appear around the picture.
2:  Right-click the picture and select Quick Fix… 

Cropping is a common operation.  To crop a picture:
1:  Select the crop tool from the left hand menu
2:  Drag a box around the part of the picture you would like to keep
3:  click the green check mark.
4:  Close or exit from file editing 
5:  Select “Yes” to save the changes.  If the Save As dialog appears name your new picture and click the save button

There are many possible editing tools.  Feel free to explore.  Save your edited pictures when you are finished.


Creating a Slide Show

1. Select Slide Show on the Create tab.
2. When the Slide Show Preferences dialog box appears, you can either accept the default settings (you can change most options later) or customize the options. Then click OK to open the Slide Show dialog box.   All the tools for creating your slide show are in the Slide Show dialog box. 
3. There is an area to click on to add photos and another to add audio.
4. Click Add Photos.  In the Add Photos dialog box choose Select All or check which photos you wish to add to your slide show.  (reorder photos if needed by dragging)












5. Click Add Audio.  Navigate to the c:\Media{today’s date}\final folder and locate your audio file.
6. Click the Fit Slides to Audio (this is just to get started).
7. Adjust each photo to the appropriate length of time to correspond with your audio dialog.
8. Preview your slide show by clicking the Play button. 
9. Click Save Project to save your work. It’s a good idea to save the slide show regularly.



Publish a Slide Show

When you’re finished creating a slide show, it’s time to share your project. 

1. In the Slide Show dialog box, click Output. 
2. Choose the following, and click OK: 

Send To Premiere Elements Sends the slide show to Adobe Premiere Elements by way of the Organizer. 


Adobe Premiere Elements

This program will load automatically, and the New Project dialog box will open asking for user input.
1. Give your project a name.
2. Click the Browse button and navigate to the C:\Media\{today’s date}\final folder .
3. Click OK
4. Try playing your video in Premiere Elements.  If things are OK you will want to export the slide show.

Exporting to Flash Video (ready for the web)

1. Click the Share Button (near the top right of the computer screen)
2. It will ask you How would you like to share?  Choose the Personal Computer option.
3. It will ask for Choose location and settings.  Choose Adobe Flash Video.
Presets:	NTSC Flash Video 8 700K
File Name:	Give it a unique name
Save In:	Click Browse and navigate to C:\Media\yyyymmdd\final folder.
4. Check the box next to Share Work Area Bar Only
5. Click the Save Button (Premiere Elements with show a Saving/Rendering video status bar).  When finished Save Complete! will be shown.
6. Click Done and exit Premiere Elements.
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
