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Overview
Once you have your project complete, use this procedure to post it to the Listening to the River website.

Post Edited Data to the Watershed Discovery Map
1. Point your browser to ListeningToTheRiver.org and log in using the account provided by your event facilitator.
Navigate to the Showcase section of the web site.
At the bottom of the Showcase page, click on the link for your event.  A page for your event appears.
Click the Add button at the top of the page. Fill in the form as follows:
a. In the Location Name field type a title for your project.
b. If possible, select an appropriate Community Type and Class from the lists provided.
c. Select the Excursion Location from the list, if it is on the list.
d. Verify your Event or Session name from the Event list.
e. Verify the Date of your event.
f. Type your Team Name in the box provided.  Use the same name for all of your locations.
g. In the Location Description box, type any field notes you took when you saved the waypoint: Watershed Characteristics, Time, Weather, Observations, etc.  It would be best to make this a narrative or story rather than just a list of information.
h. To add media to the location, use one of the Browse buttons in the Add New Media Item area.  Please only use one media type at a time.
Note: Photos should be JPGs, Audio files have to be MP3s and Videos must be FLVs.
i. In the Description box, type an introduction to your media.
j. Submit the form.
To add more media to a Location:
k. Click the location.  The Show Item window appears.
l. Click Edit This Item in the left column.  The Edit Item window appears.
m. Use the Add New Media Item area again, as described in steps h. and i. above.
n. Submit the form.
