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Purpose
The purpose of this program is to help young people become curious about the place they live, discover it and then tell others about it through radio stories. Much of the discovery will involve observing nature and students will learn essential principles of watershed science. The program is designed for students to work independently while having access to as much assistance as they desire. 


Showcase Events
These are periodic gatherings of the entire group to showcase work, discuss ideas and plan outings. We are tentatively planning these events on Wednesday evenings. However, we will reschedule if too many participants have conflicts in their schedules. We expect each student to present one piece of finished work at each of the four showcase events.


Labs
These are drop-in opportunities for students to get one-on-one help with their projects. Participants can take advantage of as many of these as they like or not at all.
