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A few ways to get started…

· Go for a hike somewhere you enjoy and narrate a tour.

· Ask someone else to take you on a guided hike of a place they like to visit.

· Ask a neighbor to tell you about the people who lived in your house before you. 

· Sit quietly somewhere and record the sounds. Describe what it sounds like to you and what you think you’re hearing.

· Ask someone else to give you a tour of an unusual place.

· Write an essay about someplace and read it.

· Go to a place you like with a friend or family member and talk with each other.

· Ask your parents to tell you about the place they got engaged. Visit if possible.

· Interview someone who has lived a long time in the same place.

· Ask a parent or other adult why they decided to live where they live.

· Find out how the street or road you live on got its name.
· Interview someone with an unusual job or hobby.

· Ask your friends where they’d like to live when they grow up and why.

· Find an abandoned building and find out what happened to it or what it was. 
· Go do something you’ve never done that many of your friends or neighbors do and take your recorder along.
