Purpose: To offer community members a fun, family oriented event featuring some of the concepts, activities and equipment of the Listening to the River (LTTR) project

Duration:    1.5 hours
Location: 	Key GT Watershed interest areas; natural areas significant to partner organizations
Staff: 	Listening to the River staff, science and technology experts, plus content specialists as needed. Numbers will vary based on number of registrants.

Activities:

This event links Geocaching with multi-media technologies. It is open to family teams. Families pre-register and meet at ____________________. After a GPS simulation and a 15-minute introduction to the Listening to the River field kit*, each family seeks pre-arranged GPS coordinates to find a cache. Each cache offers instructions to use the kit equipment in certain ways. After finding the (4?) locations, the family team returns to the meeting place (____________) to enter and upload their selected best images and sounds. These are then later posted by LIAA staff to the LTTR web site.

Initial instructions on limiting data capture, and limitations on the amount of tape provided restrict the amount of data collected.

In conjunction with the DNR’s Project Go – Get Outdoors, the Listening to the River project will be offering a community-wide Watershed Discovery & Geocaching Adventure for area families. After a short introduction to state-of-the-art audio and video recording equipment and GPS units, each family will be given a Technology Field Kit and sent off on a Geocaching Scavenger Hunt.
